David Lam Park on August 19, for the 

event festival zone, including 500-

person licensed area 

• Festival area - 3:00 to 10:00pm 

– Offer musical entertainment, children’s 

activities, F&B services, displays and 

licensed area 

– Set-up on August 18; tear-down complete 

on August 19 

• Licensed area - 4:00 to 10:00pm 

– Reviewed and conditionally approved by 

FEST Committee

• Ride to take place from 5:00 to 6:30pm 

• First riders enter park at 5:15pm; last

intersections/parking lots along route  

• Intermittent traffic control will be 

required; vehicles will be held for 5 

minutes or less 

• Delineators will be used to separate 

traffic lanes
