“Home + Away” Public Art Installation at Empire Fields

The foundation is currently installed laid for the Home + Away sculpture, a public artwork for Hastings
Park’s Empire Fields and Plateau Park. The artwork is by Seattle artists Lead Pencil Studio, Annie
Han and Daniel Mihalyo, and was commissioned by the City of Vancouver’s Public Art Program in
2014. The Vancouver Park Board approved the siting of the artwork in September 2015.. The piece
will provide rows of seating for up to 48 people overlooking the playing fields. The artwork installation
is expected to be complete by December 2020.

Going Green for Parkies

This is a global initiative being coordinated by World Urban Parks group. The campaign started in
New York City on May 21 with the lighting up of the Empire State Building and Washington Square
Arch. Bloedel Conservatory will be lit green on June 30, 2020 in support of the Going Green for
